
2021 OIUSA/Canada Medical and Surgical Mission 

SUMMARY REPORT 

The 2021 OIUSA/Canada Medical Mission was a thunderous success!  

Three thousand six hundred and fifty-eight (3,658) men, women, and children received FREE 

life-saving medical care and health education at the OIUSA/Canada's sponsored Medical 

Mission in Isiokpo Ancient Kingdom of Rivers State, Nigeria, from March 8 to March 12, 2021. 

The treatment and care (including 59 general surgeries, 24 eye surgeries, 917 pediatrics, 168 

physiotherapies, 126 dental, 687 optometry, and 1,677 GOPD) were provided by a team of 140 

Medical and Non-Medical volunteers. The entire mission was organized by Ogbakor Ikwerre 

USA/Canada in partnership with O. B. Lulu-Briggs Foundation and hosted in Adanta, Isiokpo by 

the Ikwerre Local Government Council in Rivers State, Nigeria.
